Duties of the volunteer

The volunteer 

1. Will carry out to the best of his abilities the various taks described below

· The overseas volunteer taking part in the OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz project will assist the optometrists in offering  eyecare services to the local population of the host country 

Or 

· The overseas volunteer taking part in the OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz project will work as an optometrist to give eye care services to the local population of the host country

2. The overseas volunteer will be respectful when talking or interacting with others. Once in the host country he will avoid making political statements or any declarations in the name of the host country or Canada that could endanger the OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz humanitarian project regarding the populations visited.
3. Will obey all the  behaviour and travel instructions established by the person in charge of the mission

4. During the project the overseas volunteer will  respect  the schedules established by the person in charge of  the humanitarian  project:

Such as:

· Punctuality
· Assiduousness
· Etc.

5. Will provide a copy of his passport number, his medicare card number as well as the name of the person who should be notified in case of illness or death

6. Will make sure to receive all the required vaciantion for the visited country

7. Must purchase travel insurance for the duration of the humanitarian project and  provide a copy to VOSH Santa Cruz 

8. Will give all the monies collected for the humanitarian project organized by the OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz payable to the order of OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz
Such as

· Monies given to finance the project

· Monies collected while doing various activities to finance the project 

· Etc.

9. If the volunteer is an optometrist he is required to provide his own instruments required to complete the various tasks 

OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz  obligations :

OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz 

1. Will issue a first receipt for income tax purposes. This receipt will cover the cost of air fare and the inherent costs for the humanitarian project.

2. Will issue a second receipt as per diem.

3. With their local partner, will be responsible for the duration of the project to assure a suitable work environment for the volunteers.

General conditions

· The volunteer can not change his itinerary unless he gets a special authorization from the person in charge of the project and only if his request is made at the time of the registration. The volunteer is responsible for any additional costs attributed to the modifications.

· The volunteer will not hold responsible or sue OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz in case of injury, sickness or death that might occur while on duty for the duration of the mission.
· The volunteer will not hold responsible or sue OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz for the lost or damages done to personal belongings  or material when they are under his or someone else’s supervision in Canada or anywhere else.

· The volunteer will not hold responsible or sue OEUVRE VOSH Santa Cruz when making use of motor vehicle while in the host country other than the compensation stipulated in the insurance policy purchased by the volunteer as per the seventh item of this agreement.
